Recipe 1: Peda
Ingredients:

- 1 cup peanuts

- V4 cup cashews

- V2 cup sugar

- Cardamom powder
- 2-3 tsp milk

Preparation Method:

1.In a mixer, crush 1 cup of peanuts and ¥ cup of cashews.

2. Transfer the crushed peanuts and cashews to a bowl.

3.In a separate bowl, mix 2 cup of sugar powder with cardamom powder.
4. Combine the two mixtures in one bowl.

5.Add milk to the mixture and knead it into a dough.

6. Take small pieces of dough and shape them into peda.

7. Allow the peda to dry for some time.

8. Sprinkle peanut powder on top of the peda before serving.

Time taken: 20 minutes
Tip: Use pre-roasted peanuts and cashews.

Recipe 3: Dry Fruit Barfi

Ingredients:

- 2 cups seedless dates

- 1 cup roasted dry fruits of your choice
- 1/2 tsp cardamom powder

Preparation Method:
1. Soak the seedless dates in warm water for 30 minutes.

2. Drain the water and blend the dates into a fine paste.

3.In a bowl, mix the dates paste, roasted dry fruits and cardamom powder.
4.Spread the mixture on a greased tray and refrigerate for 2-3 hours.

5. Cut the barfi into pieces and enjoy

Time taken: 10 minutes
Tip: Use moist dates as a natural sweetener and binder.

Ingredients:

Preparation Method:

1. In a large bowl, mix the desiccated coconut, powdered sugar and
cardamom powder.

2. Add the crumbled paneer and mix well.

3. Gradually add rose water to the mixture and mix well.

4.Take small portions of the mixture and roll them into small balls (ladoos).
5. Coat each ladoo with coconut mixture and garnish with chopped nuts
or dried fruits.

6. Store the ladoos in an airtight container.

Time taken: 15 minutes
Tip: Use fresh paneer and coconut for soft and moist ladoos.

Recipe 4 : Chocolate Ladoo
Ingredients:

- 2 packets of Oreo cookies

- 2 spoons of fresh malai (cream)
- 1large spoon of milk

- Cocoa powder

- 1 cup of cashews

Preparation Method:

1. Crush the Oreo cookies in a mixer until finely ground.

2. Add 2 spoons of fresh malai and 1 large spoon of milk to the ground
Oreo cookies. Mix well until a soft dough forms.

3. Take small pieces of dough and roll them into ball shapes.

4.Sprinkle cocoa powder on the ball-shaped dough and top with a cashew.
5. Your chocolate ladoo is ready!

Time taken: 10 minutes
Tip: Use good quality malai and chocolate to get the best results.

It
took me a moment
to process that it was
Diwali, the festival of
lights.

On the
fourth day, Govardhan puja and
Bhai Dooj were celebrated. For
the Govardhan Puja, the devotees
prepared a hill of cow dung that
represented Mount Govardhan.
They decorated their mountains
with flowers and rangoli and
offered prayers to Lord Govardhan
to protect their families from bad
deeds. For Bhai Dooj, the sisters
invited their brothers for a meal,
including their favourite dishes
and sweets. The whole ceremony
signified the duty of a brother
to protect his sister, as well as a
sister's blessings for her brother.

As | lived through these four
days, witnessing the beautiful
sights for the first time, | realised |
had found my Lord Ram, who gave
me the 'Gift of Light'.
