PTVA’s EMS, Andheri exhibited
the Marine Life of Atlantic Ocean
during the Ocean Exhibition of all
PTVA schools.

The school showcased the
marine plants and animals as per
the depth wise zones, starting
with the uppermost Sunlight
Zone up to the depth of 200m
from the ocean surface which
offers suitable habitat for plant
growth due to abundant sunlight
and also, supports animal life to
a great extent. Going deeper into
the Twilight, Midnight, Abyssal
and the last Trench Zone, the
conditions don’t support life due
to complete darkness, freezing
temperatures and crushing water
pressure. These zones were well

differentiated in the stall along with
zone wise marine flora and fauna
which included handmade
models of plants like Kelp,
Sargassum, Soft Corals,
Coontails, Sea grass and
animals like Sperm Whales,
Purple Spined Sea Urchins,
Sea Turtles, Eels, Angler
Fish, Manta Rays, Swordfish,

etc.
