It sharpens our mind, empowers
our decisions and reveals the beauty of the
universe. From the time we wake up to the
time we go to bed, we all use maths without
even realising it. But many children fear maths
due to pressure and difficulty. Another reason
students may struggle with maths is the lack
of basic concepts.

Here are some simple yet very important
tips and techniques which will surely make
maths interesting and help students connect
maths with real-life situations.

1. Understand the Concepts

Unless you know how the
formulas are derived, what you
have learnt will not stay with you.
Don’t just memorise the formula,
rather understand how it is derived.

2. Practise Regularly

Maths is a skill like playing an i
instrument or learning a language. Its regular
practice converts understanding into mastery.

3. Break Down Problems into Parts

Complicated questions can make you
nervous. But when you break them down
into smaller parts it reduces the amount of
frustration.

4. Learn from Mistakes

When you've answered something wrong,
don’t just erase it but take a moment to figure
out where you went wrong. Mistakes are some
of your best learning tools.

5. Use Real-Life Examples

When you apply maths to real-life
situations the concepts become more concrete
and less abstract. For example, if you need

help understanding percentages try calculating
discounts on your shopping.
6. Master the Basics
Before taking on large topics, it is important
to have a better understanding of basic
arithmetic. For example, addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division.
7. Use Visual Aids and Tools
Maths isn’t always something done in your
mind. Visualising problems can help explain
them particularly with geometry fractions
and statistics. For example, use pie charts,
bar graphs and diagrams.
8. Ask Questions
Ask questions and clarify doubts
when they come up no matter how
small or silly they may seem to you.
9. Make Maths Fun
Creating a playful experience in
maths is a great way to develop your
problem-solving skills. For example,
Sudoku, Sumoku, KenKen, Prime
Clive and the 24 Game.
10. Stay Positive
Finally, mind-set is important. If you
think you’re ‘bad at maths,’ that is going to
block your progress even before you start.
Instead, think of maths as a skill that can be
developed with effort and time. Parents can
help by making learning playful through games
and daily-life examples, praising efforts over
results, reinforcing basics and understanding
individual learning styles. Let us stop seeing
maths as a barrier and start embracing it
as a bridge to knowledge innovation and a
brighter future.

Soak the mixed dried fruits in orange juice
for at least 1—2 hours (or overnight in the
refrigerator) so they become plump.

baking soda, salt, cinnamon, nutmeg, and
ginger powder.

. In another bowl, whisk brown sugar, oil

or melted butter, and curd until smooth.

. Add the dry ingredients to the wet mixture

in parts, gently folding to form a thick
batter. Add warm milk as needed to get a
spoon-dropping consistency.

. Fold in the soaked fruits (with any remaining
